Scripture Teaching

 2 Timothy 3:16 says, “All Scripture is God-breathed and is useful for teaching, rebuking, correcting and training in righteousness, so that the man of God may be thoroughly equipped for every good work.” 
 “God-breathed.” Genesis 2:7. The Bible is alive in the same way that we are alive, because we have the breath of God breathed into us. 
Hebrews 4:12. The Bible is living, on the move, doing things in the lives of people. 

 “Useful for teaching.” What are some of the things the Bible teaches us? (Who God is; how Jesus lived and what He taught; what it means to be a part of God’s family, the Church; how we can gain salvation, how we should act, how God has worked in the lives of people throughout history.) 
 “Rebuking, correcting.” What does it mean that the Bible rebukes or corrects us? Our life is filled with choices.  The Bible is a guidebook for making choices that honor God and corrects us so we can grow in our relationship with God. 
“Training, equipping.” The Bible changes us. It has a way of training and transforming us into people who don’t just act more like Christ, but who are more like Christ.
